 A One-Day Seminar on “History and Culture of Chincholi Taluk” and the Book Release 

Function of “Chincholi Taluk Darshana” was organized by the Department of History of H.K.E. 

Society's Smt. Chinnamma Basappa Patil Arts and Commerce Degree College, Chincholi, in 

collaboration with Karnataka Vidyavardhaka Sangha, Dharwad, on 29 May 2026 in the college 

seminar hall. 

 

 The programme commenced with a prayer song rendered by Miss. Meghana and Miss. 

Nikhita, II Semester B.A. students. The programme was skillfully anchored by Smt. Sunita 

Madagi, Lecturer, Department of Economics. The guests and participants were warmly welcomed 

by Sri Kashinath Hunaje, Lecturer, Department of Kannada. 

 

 The seminar was inaugurated by Dr. Sharanabasappa Vaddarakeri, Assistant Professor, 

Department of Education, Khaja Bandanawaz University, Kalaburagi. In his inaugural address, he 

stated that Chincholi Taluk is geographically beautiful and historically significant from prehistoric 

times through the Nizam period and beyond. He appreciated the efforts of the authors in 

documenting the rich history and culture of the region through the book Chincholi Taluk Darshana. 

  The keynote lecture on “History and Culture of Chincholi Taluk” was delivered by Sri 

Jagannath D. Sherikar, Journalist, Prajavani Daily news paper, Chincholi. He highlighted the 

historical importance of Chincholi Taluk and explained that the region possesses valuable 

historical evidence from the Ramayana period, as well as Buddhist, Jain, Shaiva, and Medieval 

Islamic traditions. 



 

 The book “Chincholi Taluk Darshana” in Kannada and English was formally released 

by Dr. Mallikarjun Palamoor, Principal, Government Pre-University College. In his address, he 

observed that Chincholi Taluk has a distinct historical and cultural identity and appreciated the 

authors for their sincere efforts in presenting authentic historical information and cultural heritage 

through the publication. 

 

 The book was introduced by Dr. Veerashetty Garampalli, District Coordinator, 

Karnataka Vidyavardhaka Sangha, Dharwad, and Deputy Director of the State Archives and 

Gazetteer Department. He explained the contribution of Karnataka Vidyavardhaka Sangha towards 

promoting local history and culture and emphasized the importance of organizing seminars, 

research activities, and book release programmes across Karnataka. 

 

 Dr. Shyamala, lecturer department of history, government degree college, addressed the 

gathering and appreciated the authors and organizers for bringing the rich history and culture of 

Chincholi Taluk to the academic community. She stressed the need for preserving local heritage 

and encouraging students to undertake research on regional history and cultural traditions. 

 

 The authors, Dr. Divya K. Wadi, Assistant Professor of History, and Dr. Ramakrishna 

B., Assistant Professor of Economics, shared their experiences during the preparation of the book. 

They expressed their gratitude to scholars, local residents, and institutions that supported their 

research work. They also highlighted the challenges encountered while collecting historical data 

and documenting the cultural heritage of the taluk. 

 

 In her presidential remarks, Dr. M. N. Sultanpur, Principal, congratulated the authors on 

their remarkable achievement and appreciated the Department of History for organizing the 

seminar. She emphasized that such academic programmes help students understand local history, 

culture, and heritage and inspire them to engage in research activities. She further stated that 

educational institutions should play a vital role in preserving and promoting regional history for 

future generations.
