Inaugural Session 

The three-day online workshop on “Karnataka History and Culture” was jointly 

organized by Smt. Chinnamma Basappa Patil Arts and Commerce Degree College and Karnataka 

State Archives and Gazetteer Department from 19th May 2026 to 21st May 2026. The workshop 

aimed to create awareness among professors, lecturers, researchers, and students regarding the rich 

historical and cultural heritage of Karnataka.

LECTURE – 1 

Topic: Prehistoric Settlements 

Date: Tuesday, 19/05/2026 

Time: 7:00 PM 

The first lecture of the three-day online workshop on “Karnataka History and Culture” 

was conducted successfully on 19th May 2026 at 7:00 PM. The session focused on the important 

topic “Prehistoric Settlements” and attracted the participation of professors, lecturers, research 

scholars, students, and history enthusiasts from various places. 

The keynote lecture was delivered by Dr. Sharanabasappa Kolkar, renowned history 

researcher from Koppal. In his scholarly presentation, he explained that prehistory refers to the 

period before the invention of writing systems and recorded documents. He stated that knowledge 

about prehistoric life is mainly gathered through archaeological sources such as stone tools, caves, 

fossils, burial sites, pottery, inscriptions, and ancient human settlements. 

During his lecture, he explained how historians and archaeologists divide prehistoric human 

civilization into three major stages based on the lifestyle, tools, and economic activities of early 

humans: 

 Old Stone Age (Palaeolithic Age) 

 Middle Stone Age (Mesolithic Age) 

 New Stone Age (Neolithic Age) 

He elaborated that during the Old Stone Age, human beings lived as hunters and food gatherers, 

depending mainly on nature for survival. Early humans used rough stone tools for hunting animals 

and protecting themselves from wild creatures. He also explained the cave-dwelling culture and the 

nomadic lifestyle followed by primitive humans. 

While discussing the Middle Stone Age, he highlighted the development of smaller and sharper 

stone tools known as microliths. He explained how human beings gradually started domesticating 

animals and developing social interaction during this period. 



In the explanation of the New Stone Age, he spoke about the revolutionary changes in human 

civilization, including the beginning of agriculture, domestication of animals, pottery making, and 

the establishment of permanent settlements. He emphasized that this period marked the transition 

from wandering life to settled community life, which became the foundation for the growth of 

civilization. 

Dr. Sharanabasappa Kolkar also discussed several important prehistoric sites found in Karnataka 

and explained their archaeological significance. He highlighted how Karnataka occupies an 

important place in Indian history due to the discovery of prehistoric tools, rock shelters, and ancient 

human habitats in different regions of the state. He encouraged students and researchers to take 

greater interest in archaeological and historical research for preserving cultural heritage.  

The lecture session was presided over by Prof. Sheeladhar Y. Mugali, Professor, Department of 

History and Archaeology, Karnataka University, Dharwad. In his presidential remarks, he provided 

a detailed explanation about hunting and nomadic life, the use of microlithic tools, and the beginning 

of agriculture and settled life. He also emphasized the importance of Karnataka’s history and culture 

in understanding the social, economic, and cultural development of early human society. 

The chief guests for the session were Dr. Nagarajappa S. from the Archaeological Survey of 

India, Chennai, and Dr. Guruprakash Hoogar, Assistant Professor of History, S.P.D. College, 

Kalagi. They appreciated the relevance of the workshop and motivated students to actively 

participate in historical and archaeological studies. 

The programme concluded with a vote of thanks delivered by Smt. Sunita Madagi. Overall, the 

first lecture session proved to be highly informative, educational, and inspiring for all the 

participants. It provided deep insights into prehistoric human life and enhanced awareness regarding 

the rich historical and cultural heritage of Karnataka. 
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LECTURE – 2 

Topic: Kaifiyats 

Date: 20/05/2026 

Day: Wednesday 

Time: 7:00 PM 

The second lecture session of the three-day online workshop on “Karnataka History and 

Culture” was conducted successfully on 20th May 2026 at 7:00 PM. The session focused on the 

important historical topic “Kaifiyats”, which are considered valuable documentary sources for the 

study of Karnataka history and culture. The programme witnessed active participation from 

professors, researchers, students, and history enthusiasts from different regions. 

The programme was compered by Dr. Divya K. Wadi. The session began with a warm 

welcome speech by Dr. Shankar B. Kodadoor, who welcomed all dignitaries, speakers, faculty 

members, and participants to the online lecture session. 

The keynote lecture was delivered by Dr. K. Ravindranath, Retired Professor, Kannada 

University, Hampi. In his detailed and scholarly presentation, he explained the meaning, origin, 

nature, and historical importance of Kaifiyats. 

He stated that Kaifiyats are traditional historical records and written documents that contain 

information regarding local history, family histories, administrative matters, temples, villages, 

rulers, social practices, and cultural traditions. He explained that the term “Kaifiyat” originated from 

Arabic and Persian languages and later entered Karnataka during the rule of the Adil Shahi dynasty 

of Bijapur. Over time, Kaifiyats became popular in Kannada regions, especially during the reigns 

of Hyder Ali and Tipu Sultan. 

Dr. Ravindranath further elaborated on how Kaifiyats served as important documentary 

sources for understanding regional administration, local governance, land records, social customs, 

economic activities, and cultural practices of earlier periods. He explained that these records provide 



valuable information about ancient villages, dynasties, family lineages, religious institutions, and 

local traditions. 

During his lecture, he discussed: 

 Meaning and origin of Kaifiyats 

 Nature and scope of Kaifiyat records 

 Types of Kaifiyats 

 Historical and cultural significance of Kaifiyats 

 Importance of Kaifiyats in Karnataka history writing 

 Role of Kaifiyats in preserving local history and heritage 

He emphasized that Kaifiyats are extremely important for researchers, historians, and students 

because they help reconstruct local and regional history with authentic documentary evidence. He 

also highlighted that many forgotten aspects of Karnataka’s cultural and historical heritage can be 

rediscovered through the careful study of Kaifiyat documents. 

The session was presided over by Prof. Ru. M. Shadaksharayya, Retired Professor, Karnataka 

University, Dharwad. In his presidential remarks, he explained that Kaifiyats are highly valuable 

from a historical perspective because they provide written evidence about various dynasties, local 

families, political events, and cultural developments. He stated that Kaifiyat documents play an 

important role in understanding historical facts, regional traditions, and the evolution of society. He 

also stressed the importance of preserving and collecting such historical manuscripts for future 

generations. 

The chief guests of the programme were Dr. S. Suma Nirni, Assistant Professor of History, G.P. 

Porwal Arts, Commerce and Science College, Sindagi, and Dr. Geetha Patil, History Lecturer, 

Koppal University, Koppal. They appreciated the efforts of the organizers in conducting an 

academic workshop on Karnataka history and culture and encouraged students to actively participate 

in historical research activities.

Topic: Settlements  

Date: 21/05/2026 

Day: Thursday 

Time: 7:00 PM 

The third and final lecture session of the three-day online workshop on “Karnataka History 

and Culture” was conducted successfully on 21st May 2026 at 7:00 PM. The session focused on 

the important historical topic “Settlements (Neleveedugalu)” and provided participants with 

valuable knowledge regarding the evolution of settlements, sub-capitals, and their significance in 

Karnataka history and culture. 

The programme was compered by Dr. Divya K. Wadi. The session began with a welcome 

speech by Heena Begum, who warmly welcomed all dignitaries, guests, faculty members, 

researchers, and participants to the final lecture session of the workshop. 

The keynote lecture was delivered by Dr. S. Gangambike, Kannada Lecturer and Researcher, 

Bengaluru. In her detailed presentation, she explained the concept of settlements (Neleveedugalu) 

in three major phases. 

In the first phase of her lecture, she explained the meaning and concept of settlements. She 

described settlements as places where human beings established permanent living spaces and 

gradually developed social, cultural, economic, and political systems. She explained how 

settlements became the foundation for the growth of civilization and human communities. 

In the second phase, she elaborated on the development of settlements and sub-capitals from 

the period of the Kadamba Dynasty of Banavasi to the rule of the Hoysalas. She explained how 

different dynasties established administrative centers, capitals, and sub-capitals for governance, 

trade, defense, and cultural activities. She also highlighted the importance of Banavasi, the 

Kadambas, and later dynasties in shaping Karnataka’s political and cultural history. 



In the third phase of her lecture, she discussed various historical references related to 

settlements found in inscriptions and epigraphical records. She explained how inscriptions provide 

valuable evidence regarding ancient towns, administrative divisions, temples, trade centers, and the 

socio-cultural life of people during different historical periods. She emphasized that inscriptions are 

highly valuable sources for reconstructing Karnataka’s historical and cultural heritage. 

The lecture session was presided over by Dr. N. V. Aski, Associate Professor of History, 

S.P.D. College and Research Centre, Hunnur. In his presidential remarks, he spoke about the 

background of settlements, the emergence of early civilizations, and the unique characteristics of 

settlement patterns. He also explained the close relationship between environment and settlements, 

emphasizing how rivers, forests, fertile lands, and geographical conditions influenced the growth of 

human habitation and civilization.
